Day 5: Poziéres - 6 Weeks in Hell
Our Special Guest Host on this tour is
accomplished Australian author of
'Poziéres: The Anzac Story, Scott Bennett.
Scott will take you on a journey back in
time to 23 July 1916, when the 1st Australian
Division, attacked and captured the village
of Poziéres in a celebrated 'feat of arms'.
This was the scene of severe fighting and
crippling casualties as the Aussies sought
to capture 'the Windmill' and the 'heights',
in addition to launching several costly
attacks towards 'Mouquet Farm'. We visit
the 1st Australian Division Memorial, and
the remains of the German blockhouse,
‘Gibraltar’. We stay in Arras for the evening.

Day 6: A VC at 'Stormy Trench'

In November 1916, the Anzacs were in
action near Flers in ‘The Maze’ and endured
the winter of 1916/1917. We visit 'Delville
Wood', nick-named 'Devil Wood' where the
South Africans fought a bitter and costly
battle. It became a major supply route for
the Aussies to the front line. In 1917 the
Anzacs launched attacks near Gueudecourt
at ‘Stormy Trench'’ that saw 'Mad' Harry
Murray awarded the Victoria Cross. We
also venture out to the 1918 battlefields
where the German Spring Offensive was
halted in April at Dernancourt. On Good
Friday 1918, the 11th Brigade halted the
Germans above Sailly-le-Sec and
prevented any further advance on Amiens.
The 3rd Australian Division Memorial
overlooks this hattlefield, nestled between
the Ancre and Somme rivers, right near
where the Red Baron was shot down. We
stay in Amiens for the evening.

Day 7: Cathedrals & Caves

Whether on their way up to the trenches or
having some much needed rest from the
front-line, the Anzacs spent time exploring
the local towns and villages. The town of
Amiens was a major communications
centre and the objective for the Germans in
1914 and again in 1918. One of the towns
where Australians were billetted and they
left their mark was Naours. The
magnificent underground city of caves
contains over 1,000 names of Anzacs
inscribed on the walls for all eternity. We
will also visit the museum in the charming
village of Vignacourt which is home to the
Thuillier collection of photographs that
feature many Australians, the majority of
which remain unidentified (‘The Lost
Diggers of Vignacourt'). We will enjoy a
traditional lunch in Amiens, before
exploring the the 13th century Gothic
Cathédrale Notre-Dame d'Amiens that so
enthralled the young Anzacs. You can take
the afternoon to stroll along the Somme
canal and enjoy a coffee (or something
stronger) in one of the many estaminets or
cafe's. We stay in Amiens for the evening.
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Day 8: Villers-Bretonneux & Le Hamel

One of the most well known Australian
battlefields in France is Villers-Bretonneux.
We head to the Australian National
Memorial and the Sir John Monash Centre
(SIMC) to explore and consider the 25 April
1918 ‘Recapture of Villers-Bretonneux' by
the Anzacs. We will head into town and
enjoy a visit to the 'Victoria School’ and
Franco-Australian Museum. Not far from
here we consider Monash's brilliantly
planned and executed ‘combined-arms'
capture of Le Hamel in the famous 4 July
1918 attack with the 'Yanks' and tanks.

8 August 1918 was a 'black day for the
German Army' and saw the beginning of the
end of the Great War. We consider some of
these battles as the much depleted Anzac
battalions captured all their objectives
along the Somme on their way to the
Hindenburg Line. Our tour ends in Amiens
this afternoon.

You will also see the famous
‘Windmill’ site, and consider the attacks on
‘Mouquet Farm’ on our way to visit the
Thiepval ‘Memorial to the Missing'. After
lunch we head south of the Somme to the
Australian National Memorial at Villers-
Bretonneux, and Le Hamel, before
returning via Bullecourt, the scene of bitter
fighting in April & May 1917. You stay in
Arras for the evening.

‘Cobber’ memorial and the unique V€
Corner’ cemetery are poignant reminders
of the bravery and sacrifice displayed by
the Anzacs in their first major battle on the
Western Front.

Day &: Utah Sector

We head to Utah Beach sector to explore
where the US 4th Infantry Division came
ashore, before venturing inland. Here we
discover the landing grounds and famous
actions of the 82nd and 101st Airborne
where legends were born in the early
hours of 6 June 1944. We head to Sainte-
Mére-Eglise and the famous church, before
walking in the footsteps of 'Easy Company'
at Brecourt Manor and on the road to
Carentan. We also take a wander through
La Cambe German War Cemetery where
‘Tiger Tank Ace' Michael Wittman is buried.
You stay in Bayeux for the evening.
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Day 5: Omaha, Gold & Juno Sectors

One of the significant feats on D-Day was
the Ranger action at Point du Hoc. Marvel at
the agility and bravery of these young
Americans as we tour the bunkers and
craters of this stunning coastal area. We
venture to Omaha Beach where troops
coming ashore met a hail of bullets. After
this we head up to the Normandy American
Cemetery at Colleville-sur-Mer. We then
visit the German gun battery at Longues-
sur-Mer, and then the 'Mulberries' at
Arromanches, before heading to the British
& Canadian beaches at 'Gold' and 'Juno'. The
tour concludes in Bayeux.

Day 3: British & Canadian Sectors

The
British Normandy Memorial now keeps
watch of the silent battlefield. The
formidable Canadians stormed ashore
further to the east at Juno Beach where the
famous 'Canada House' still stands and pill
box defences remain. We continue towards
the Orne River and extent of the D-Day
actions with visits to Sword Beach and the
famous 'Pegasus Bridge'. The British paras
of 6th Airborne landed by glider right next
to the bridge and swiftly secured it. They
then carried out their orders to Hold, until
relieved'. A quick jaunt down the road
brings us to Merville battery. We return to
Bayeux around 5:30pm.

After detailed research we were able to piece together the last few days
of Fred's life as he fought gallantly in what could only be described as

in Fred's final footsteps, just north of the village, where it happened... Bev
was so surprised and grateful to know the full story before she too went
to pay her respects at Fred's grave.
